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Hello fellow club members,  

An interesting bit of information came to me this past 4th of July on one of my fishing trips. I thought I 
should share this with all club members. As many of you know Marblehead didn’ t have fireworks this 
year for a number of reasons including but not limited to funding, and on going construction work along 
the causeway. Due to these circumstances I reasoned that it might be a good night to fish at Castle Rock 
for a few hours of the dropping tide. As I was preparing to pack my plug bag, vest and rod a police officer 
that I know came up to me and related to me how he was going to a private detail over at the home of 
Peter Lynch. For those who don’ t know who he is, he was the leader of Fidelity Magellan Investments a 
few years back and was featured on a few TV commercials for the same company. He is a very sharp 
investor. He used to have a small right-of-way in his yard going almost to the waters edge which he 
bought from the town in exchange for some choice land up behind Black Joe’s pond which was given to 
the town as conservation land for all to enjoy. Now this is where it gets interesting. It seems that the 
private detail was needed as Mr. Lynch was having a get together to celebrate July 4th, 2004 with family 
and friends. Fine except the police detail was there to prevent fishermen from fishing on the rocks in front 
of his home for that night. Now I know that this area is good fishing, but not too many people fish from 
shore there. None the less it seems to me that this is a bit of an infringement on our right granted by the 
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Commonwealth of Massachusetts under the provisions written in the Colony Ordinance of 1641-47 which 
simply put states: the public, without regard to ownership, may pass and repass over the seashore between 
high and low water marks in exercise of the public rights of navigation, fishing, shellfishing, and fowling. 
These rights are further clarified and regulated by Chapter 130 of the Mass. General Laws relating to 
Marine Fish and Fisheries. This would seem to put police officers in a catch-22 in terms of law 
enforcement, such as which law does or doesn’ t he enforce.  So if one goes to Chandler Hovey Park (a 
public place/ legal access point) and walks down to the waters edge to fish, regardless of what day it is, he 
may then walk and fish around the shore perimeter as long as he doesn’ t come above the high water mark. 
So just a little something to think about… on our country’s most treasured holiday, while men and 
women are at war to preserve and protect freedom, is it possible to buy one nights infringement upon our 
right? If so can a more permanent purchase be made? I thought the law was the law and bribery was 
illegal. I guess I was wrong! Hope you all had a great 4th of July. 
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
